1. These regulations may be cited as the Chilaw Lagoon Fisheries Regulations, 1996. - _
2. “Harasdel” fishermen shall lay their “Harasdel” from one mile from south of the Chilaw Bridge.
3. “Harasdel” shall be laid in both sides of the channel (“Blamaga”) in the lagoon avoiding the area marked by means of
posts fixed by the officgrs of the Department of Fisheries and Aquatic Resources.
4. The minimum gap between two units of “Harasdel” shall be 100 metres. ' .
5. The number of “Harasdel” that may be tied shall be limited to the number of blocks of 100 metres to the south leaving one
= ‘ mile from the ChilaW Bridge. ) ‘ :
— 6.  The mesh of the “Harasdel” shall not be less than'4 centimetres (1.5 inches). L
7. “Kattudel” fishermen may erect their Kattudel between 6.00 p.m. and 6.00 a.m. T e
8.~ “Cast Net” fishermen may cast their nets at any time during the day. o~
9. In these regulations: _ : - ‘ .
“Harasdela” means net tied against the low tide in the lagoon so that foot rope touches the bottom while the head rope is kept
. above the water level; : :
“Kattudela” meaps a net tied against the low tide in the lagoon. This net consists of two parts on either side and another part
called “Madiya” (Cod-end) attached to the near side of the two parts. This net is tied in such a manner that the foot rope
touches the bottom while the head rope is kept above the water level; '
“Cast Net” means any cone shaped net having a wide mouth gpening of about 4.6 to 6.1 metres (15 to 20 feet) radius,
operated in shallow waters by an individual by throwing such net into water. \\
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
